Gate City Quilt Show Rules 2012

. Each entered item must have its own entry form.

Entry fee is $3 for members, $10 nonmembers,
challenge quilt is free.

. Entries cannot have been entered in the previous

Gate City Quilt Show.

. Entries must have been completed within the

previous five (5) years.

. Items must be quilted items (i.e. no knitted,

crocheted or other crafts will be accepted)

. The show committee and/or judges reserve the

right to divide or combine categories and to move
entries to a more appropriate category.

. Entrants must prioritize and number multiple

entries in the event that more entries are received
than can be displayed.

. Entries must be completed and clean.

. All bed quilts and wall quilts must have a four inch

hanging sleeve securely attached.

. Entries must have a label on the back lower left

corner with the quilt name, maker name, address,
and phone number. Cover the label with a separate
piece of muslin.

‘Group Quilt’ Category (600) includes pieced,
appliquéd, or combination quilts made by 2 or more
people in all categories (includes round robin quilts,
friendship quilts, etc.)

Art/specialty techniques (900) includes entries of
any size using predominately special techniques but
not limited to cross stitch, trapunto, whole cloth,
crazy quilt, cathedral window, yo-yo's, thread play,
painting, beading, or crystals (unquilted entries will
not be considered for best of show).

Miniature quilts (700) are made from blocks 4” or
smaller that are miniature versions of larger quilt
block patterns---perimeter is 50” or less.

To enter: Include 2 copies of the photo
of the quilt (quilt does not have to be
complete in the photo.) Include
appropriate entry fee. (See Rule No.1)

Quilts must be received no later than noon on
Monday, May 14,2012.
Quilts may be dropped off at the Gate City guild
meeting in April or May. They may also be dropped
off at the Sew Heavenly shop (during the week of
May 7-11 from 10:30 am to 4:00 pm

Each quilt must be placed in a pillow case with the
name of the quilt, entrant’s name, address and
phone number clearly labeled on the outside of the
pillowcase.

All quilts must be picked up on Sunday, May 20,
2012 between 5:30 pm and 6:00 pm at Deep River
Event Center or other arrangements must be made
in advance. Gate City will not be responsible for
quilts left.

Entries will not be returned by mail.

You must present the entry claim card in order to
claim a quilt.

100- Appliquéd wall/lap quilt whose design is
predominantly appliqué. Background or
border may be pieced.

Large: perimeter at least 180"

200- Appliqued Wall/Lap quilt (same as above)
Small: Perimeter less than 180”

300-Large Bed Quilt, pieced, perimeter at least 360”

400-Small Bed Quilt, pieced, perimeter less than
360”

500-Embroidered Quilt: quilt whose design
originates from and is produced by a
computerized embroidery/appliqué program

600-Group Quilt. See Rule No. 10

700-Miniature Quilt. See Rule No. 12

800-Scrap Quilts. Quilt top must contain at least 50
different fabrics, wrong side of fabric and
quilt back do not count in this number

900-Art/specialty techniques. See Rule No.11

1000-First Quilt. Made entirely by one individual.

1100-First Quilt-top made entirely by one individual
and quilted by another individual

1200-Kit Quilts. Quilts made from kits, blocks of the
month, etc. where fabric choices are not
those of the maker

1300-Youth Quilt. Made entirely by an individual
under 18 years of age (pieced and quilted)

1400-Wearables

1500-Guild Challenge

1600-Life Span. Display only

1700-Exhibit Only (quilts will be displayed and will
not be judged)

Note: it your quilt has been quilted by anyone

other than you (professional or otherwise), it is
considered a group quilt.

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This is your opportunity to make something Goeod out of what you see as Bad and Ugly.

The Bad: Usea technique that you think you are Bad at. Some examples are:

- making sharp points

- sewing consistent seams

- sewing Y seams

- machine quilting

- starts and stops in machine quilting
- thinking of better quilting designs

The list can go on, but you are the judge of what area of your quiltmaking needs improvement.

The @¢gly: We have found some fabric that we believe qualifies as ugly. Your challenge is to use that

fabric. Be creative. Use it so that it shines brightly, or use it so that it fades amid the other fabrics you have
chosen. Quarter yard cuts are available at our meetings. You may use more than % yard.

The Rules

1.

You need to use approximately 1/8" yard or more.

You must use identifiable portions of both the green and tan in your quilt.

Your entry must indicate your Bad technique and your assessment of your execution of that technique.
Improvement (or at least an effort toward improvement) of a technique is the goal, not perfection.

4. The entry must be made entirely by the entrant.
5.
6. Challenge quilts must follow the general guidelines of the quilt show and have a 4” sleeve. However,

The perimeter must be no greater than 144” in any shape.

- there is no photo required with the entry form.

. With your entry you must submit the answers to these questions:

What technique did you choose to work on? Did you improve? If so, were you pleased with the
improvement?
How did you decide upon your design using the ugly fabric?

*J.Pegg - my fun name for wearables made from photo (jpg) images - is not as big as J.Jill right now but who knows?

Students do not need to bring any computer equipment to this class.

Kit supplied by teacher - ($10 kit fee collected in class ):

High thread count cotton fabric for printing
Fabric backing sheets

Purse closures

Printer inks

Digital images for students to choose from
Informative handouts

Students Bring:

Ruler, rotary cutter, mat (travel size)
Sewing machine in good working order, Basic sewing supplies, Thread — bobbin and sewing
(If you can, bring a walking foot, ¥4 inch foot, top-stitching or edge-stitching foot but don’t worry if
you don’t have these. The whole project can be made with very simple machine sewing.)
Fabric:
We’ll print our ‘focus fabric’ in class.
The rest of the purse can be made with 1/3 yd of main fabric and % yd of lining and
four 8” x 12” pieces of a thin cotton (or fusible) batting
*  For the purse, a black (or dark green, blue, purple, etc) fabric (solid, mottled, hand-
dyed, etc) will work as it tends to go with most photo subjects. For lining, since we
don’t know what photo image you’ll choose now, bring % yd of a neutral — gray, tan,
beige, etc. Remember that sharing is an option!
* If you have room, bring some other 1/3 yds of fabrics that might work in a purse.
Perhaps you will find a photo image in my collection that will go perfectly.
